DON'T FLAIL AWAY. Energy is your greatest ally. If you don’t have a lot
of knockout power, but you have more energy than your opponent,
you have a much better chance of cleaning his clock.

“KILL THE BODY AND THE MIND DIES.” Certain fighters cannot hope
to compete with head specialists like Ali. Striking the body does
slightly more damage to your opponents energy than a head shot
does. Take away his legs by pummeling the body first, and then

go for the knockout with headshots.

STUDY YOUR OPPOSITION. Each fighter has certain strengths and
weaknesses as well as favorite moves that you should be familiar with.

Curts. The doctor is more likely to stop a fight if a fighter has one
major cut rather than a bunch of small ones. If you cut an opponent
above the eye, or bloody his nose, work that cut and try to open it up
even more.

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FIGHTER PROFILES

Henry Cooper

The weakest boxer in the game, Cooper is conservative and doesn’t
move around the ring much or waste energy punching. Cooper’s best
punch is his left hook (affectionately referred to by the British press

as “‘enry’s ‘ammer”). Cooper’s boxing abilities are average to slightly
above average, but he has one glaring fault=he cuts easily. Best strategy
when fighting Cooper is to try to stay away from the left hook. He
tends to use a weak double or even triple jab to set up the hook.
(Some say he used his left hand as a fencing foil.) Take defensive
action when you see the jab. If vour boxer is fast enough you can
also counter punch with a jab when the hook starts. Cooper bleeds

so much that it is unlikely he will last the match without a TKO
against him, Go for head shots.

Sonny Liston

Nicknamed “The Bear”, Liston was a big man. The Liston in this game
is not the same one that destroyed Patterson and held the heavyweight
title for over two years. Instead, this Liston 15 the one who is perhaps
past his prime and was never the same after being beaten by a young
Cassius Clay. Although somewhat slow when moving, he makes good
use of the ring. There is nothing slow about his punch however, which
is faster than average and stll effective. Liston shuffles forward behind
a powerful jab and prefers attacking the body. He is very aggressive,
and if he hures you (cut or knockdown) he will immediately press the
attack with a flurry of punches in a effort to finish you. Most opponents
are finished off by a jab-move-hook combination. The best strategy
against Liston 1s to take advantage of his slower movement to avoid
the killer combmation when you sce it developing. Liston’s stamina

1s not what it used to be. so you will probably out-punch him in the
late rounds when he tires.

George Chuvalo

Chuvalo is a brawler. He will follow you around the ring without much
lateral movement, pummeling you. His favorite punch is a straight jab
or cross, no preferred combination. He is easy to hit since he drops h
is guard frequently. In his entire career, Chuvalo was never knocked
down, but he 1s somewhat cut-prone. His speed is average, but his punch
power is high. Chuvalo has the highest chance of knocking you out of
any boxer. His career record is 66 wins, 57 of them by KO, a higher
average even than the other two sluggers in the game, Frazier and
Liston! Chuvalo has the stamina to go the distance, but is not good at
pacing himself during a fight. The best strategy when fighting Chuvalo
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is to be fairly defensive carly in each round (do a lot of moving, block-
ing and so on), wait until he tires and then wade in and start hitting—it

should be casy. Like Cooper vour best bet 1s probably head shots while
waiting for that TKO against him from cuts. If that docsn’t happen you
will likely sall out-point him and win it he doesn’t knock you out first.

Joe Frazier

Frazier was Ali’s toughest opponent when Ali was in his prime.
Frazier is an excellent all around boxer and makes good use of the
ring. Although somewhat slower than Ali, he makes up for it with
a harder punch. Frazier is weak on defense, and favors the attack.
He has a powertul left, and his usual finishing move 1s a double left
hook combination. There is really no best strategy to use against
Frazier. He is such a good boxer that if you are fighting against him
vou just have to stay cool. His less than sparkling defense will allow
vou to land punches, but he is difficult to cut badly or knock out.
Keep punching and hope to win on points.

Jimmy Ellis

Ellis was Ali’s sparring partner at one time. When Al was stripped of
his title, Ellis briefly held the W.B.A. heavyweight tte. He is a smaller,
less flashy version of Ali. He likes to move around a lot; and his footwork
15 fast, so 1t 1s hard to keep up with him. Punching is fast but weak.
Like All, he tends to be a counter puncher. Elhs’s right is stronger than
his left, and his preferred combination when attacking is a jab-jab-
cross. The best strategy against Ellis is to usc mostly straight jabs. If you
are slow, you will have to be a little more defensive and hope he tires.

Bob Foster

Although Foster was an almost unbeatable light-heavyweight, he was
not really strong enough to be a champion heavyweight. Foster’s foot-
work is above average speed, and he works the ring well. His punching
speed and hitting power are average. He pivots well out of corners and
likes to circle his opponent. He tends to set up combinations with a
strong jab. Favorite combinations are jab-left hook or jab-cross. The
best strategy against Foster is to watch as he circles. When he stops

he will punch, so strike first if you are fast. Cover up if you can’t beat

him to the punch.

Ken Norton

Norton will long be remembered as the man who broke Ali's jaw. He is
the slowest boxer in the game when it comes to footwork, and because
of it doesn’t move around a lot. A stalker, he likes to fight mside and will
try to stay close. In a clinch he has a vicious uppercut, His punching
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speed is average, but he has above average power. He is a good defen-
sive boxer, which tends to compensate for his slow footwork. The best
strategy if you're fighting Norton is to accept you are going to be
fighting inside. 1f you don’t you will find yourself moving backwards
most of the time, which looks bad to the judges. The exception is the
clinch, which you should break immediately. For defense be liberal
with the blocks. Slipping, leaning back or ducking are not a good idea
since you are going to take hits to the head or body from close range.

Chuck Wepner

Another brawler like Chuvalo, Wepner was a dirty fighter. His hiberal
usc of thumbs will likely cut you at some point during a fight. Wepner
almost never backs up, preferring instead to use forward and lateral
movement to try and bully you into a comer where he can beat on
vou. His punching speed is average, and power is weak; so there is
little chance that he will knock you out. His defensive skills are below
average, and he is somewhat cut-prone. Best strategy against Wepner
is to stay out of corners and just out box him. If you lose 1t will
probably be because he cut you bad.

Leon Spinks

Spinks was a better boxer than most people think, especially when

he listened to trainer George Benton's advice. He is a determined and
aggressive fighter who likes to mix it up.

His footwork and punching are average speed,
bur he is a hard hitter. Spinks 1s a pressure fighter, and becomes more
aggressive after getting knocked down or cut, when other boxers are
cautious. Spinks scores well with his left and often uses a double jab
combination. Spinks has one fault: if injured he tends to freeze up
momentarily. The best strategy against Spinks is not to under-estimate
him. Keep your defense up and wait for good openings. If you cut
Spinks you will have a chance to make a few good hits before he
rallics and comes back at you with a flurry of punches.

Muhammad Ali

Without a doubt the best boxer in the game, arguably the best boxer
cver. Ali is so fast that if he gets into trouble he just dances out of the
way. Ali is a counter puncher and as such doesn’t appear to be as
aggressive as some other boxers. Besides speed and accuracy, Ali can
take hits and is difficult to knock down or cut. Al can also resort to his
famous rope-a-dope to tire out an opponent. If Ali has any deficiency
at all, it is that his punch isn’t as hard as some of the sluggers he faced.
As with Frazier, there is no best strategy against Ali. Try to keep up
with him, keep punching, and hope for a lucky hit.
