A WARNING - Seizures

Some people (about 1 in 4000) may have seizures or blackouts triggered by light flashes, such as while watching TV or
playing video games, even if they have never had a seizure before.

Anyone who has had a seizure, loss of awareness, or other symptom linked to an epileptic condition should consult a
doctor before playing a video game.

Parents should watch when their children play video games. Stop playing and consult a doctor if you or your child have
any of the following symptoms:

Convulsions Eye or muscle twitching Loss of awareness

Altered vision Involuntary movements Disorientation

To reduce the likelihood of a seizure when playing video games:
1. Sit or stand as far from the screen as possible.
2. Play video games on the smallest available television screen.
3. Do not play if you are tired or need sleep.
4. Play in a well-lit room.
5. Take a 10 to 15 minute break every hour,




AAWARNING - Repetitive Motion Injuries

Playing video games can make your muscles, joints or skin hurt after a few hours. Follow these instructions to avoid
problems such as Tendonitis, Carpal Tunnel Syndrome or skin irritation:

* Take a 10 to 15 minute break every hour, even if you don't think you need it.

* |f your hands, wrists or arms become tired or sore while playing, stop and

rest them for several hours before playing again.

* |f you continue to have sore hands, wrists or arms during or after play, stop

playing and see a doctor.

AAWARNING - Battery Leakage

Leakage of battery acid can cause personal injury as well as damage to your Game Boy. If battery leakage occurs,
thoroughly wash the affected skin and clothes. Keep battery acid away from your eyes and mouth. Leaking batteries may
make popping sounds.

To avoid battery leakage:

-

Do not mix used and new batteries (replace all batteries at the same time).

Do not mix alkaline and carbon zinc batteries.

Do not mix different brands of batteries.

Do not use nickel cadmium batteries.

Do not leave used batteries in the Game Boy. When the batteries are losing their charge, the power light may
become dim, the game sounds may become weak, or the display screen may be blank. When this happens,
promptly replace all used batteries with new batteries.

Do not leave batteries in the Game Boy or accessory for long periods of non-use.

Do not leave the power switch on after the batteries have lost their charge. When you finish using the

Game Boy, always slide the power switch OFF.

Do not recharge the batteries.

Do not put the batteries in backwards. Make sure that the positive (+) and negative (-) ends are facing in the
correct directions. Insert the negative end first. When removing batteries, remove the positive end first.

Your mission will begin at Downtown Middleton where you'll
have to make your way through town to get to the High
School on time. Kim will also find clues at the end of each
level, leading her to the next location in order to find Ron!

Kim's Room is the only place where
you can check out all the movies
and Club Banana Mags you've
earned throughout the game.

Power-Up Gadgets

This is Kim’'s health. Falling into dangerous obstacles or
getting hit by enemies will drain Kim's Life Bar.“Snackage”
and “Naco” Power-ups will restore your health.

“Oh, so not the drama!” Once Kim's Life Bar has gone
down completely, she'll become dizzy for a brief moment,
then hop into action. But Kim can only do this so many
times. Every time Kim's Life Bar goes down completely, she
will lose 1 life count from her Life Counter. Find Extra Life
icons to collect more lives. If Kim loses all of her lives,
she’ll have the option of continuing the game from the
beginning of the level.

“No Big.” Rack up points by battling as many minions as
you can! Power Crystals will also increase your point tally.
Once your Point Counter reaches 50,000 points, Kim will
receive an Extra Life.

Wade Rocks! Wade has supplied Kim with Power-Up
Gadgets throughout each level. Kim has to remember that
each gadget has a time limit! Kim must use her gadgets
quickly and effectively so she can zap Drakken’s minions
or swing past danger. The counter shows which gadget
Kim has collected. When the gadget counter begins to
flash, Kim will only have a few precious moments before it
disappears.



Mimmunicator

Once again, Wade rocks! Wade has provided Kim with a
Kimmunicator, which can do virtually anything, from connecting to
the Internet to locating one of Dr. Drakken's secret lairs. It's also
Kim's best way of getting a hold of Wade. Wade will be able to tell
you what your mission objectives are and what your gadgets do.

Oh yeah, and if you see the small Kimmunicator icon appear at the
. bottom of the screen, definitely Press Select to find out what the

latest sitch is. It could be important!

Compact Bombs

The Compact Bomb gadget will be placed in locations where Kim will
have to blast her way through walls and other blockades. These
compacts really pack a punch, so don't get too close to the blasts!
